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Background 
 
The South Bay Union School District Master Plan for English Language Learners was 
revised in June of 2005 based upon recommendations made by the English Language 
Learner Advisory Committee (ELLPAC) Task Force and approved by the Board of 
Trustees. The Master Plan was written in accordance with current research and federal 
and state statutes. The Board of Trustees adopted the following goal and driving beliefs, 
described within the Master Plan, to guide the development of ELL programs within the 
District. 
  
The District English Language Learner Handbook was created in conjunction with the 
ELL Master Plan to provide guidelines for the instructional programs available to all 
English learners. This handbook was revised in July 2010 and again in July of 2011 to 
include the following:

Our goal is to ensure that English Language Learners leaving the District after sixth 
grade are proficient in academic English and able to compete academically at the 
middle school level. 
 

 English Language Learners will increase one CELDT proficiency level each year. 
 

 English Language Learners who have been in the District at least four years will 
score 4-5 overall on the CELDT and be proficient or advanced on the language 
arts and math portions of the California Standards test. 

 
 
 
Driving Beliefs 
 

 Every child has the capacity to learn and to succeed in school and in life. 
 

 Parents, teachers, and administrators must hold high expectations for all 
students. 

 

 All students must be held accountable to a demanding and rigorous curriculum. 
 

 Children bring a vast array of experiences and knowledge with them to school 
that must be recognized and used to gain language and academic proficiency. 

 

 Bilingualism and bi-literacy are valued assets. 
 

 Using a student’s primary language and cultural background as part of the 
learning process positively impacts student achievement. 

 

 Children can learn two languages simultaneously, using their primary language 
to access and learn core curriculum and standards while learning the second 
language (English). 

 

 English Language Learners benefit from opportunities to interact, learn, and 
practice the English language with English proficient peers. 

 

 It takes two to five years to become conversationally proficient in a second 
language and four to seven years to become academically proficient in a second 
language. 

 

 All students must receive a rich and rigorous curriculum with appropriate 
assistance and support in both their primary language and English throughout 
their academic career. 
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 A strong, systematic English Language Development Program (ELD) is essential 
for students to learn academic English beginning in kindergarten or preschool. 

 

 Parents, teachers, and administrators have an obligation to continue to study and 
grow professionally to meet the developing and changing knowledge about how 
children learn and achieve. 

 

 Parent partnership is a key component to the student’s academic success and 
acquisition of English. 
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Instructional Programs for English Language Learners 
 

Once a student’s proficiency level has been established, she or he is placed in the 
appropriate ELL program matched to the proficiency level. These programs are as 
follows: 
 
 Alternative Program – This program (ALT) is available for students in kindergarten 
through third grade whose proficiency level in English is beginning, early intermediate, 
or intermediate (1, 2, or 3 on the CELDT). A parental exception waiver must be 
requested by parents and approved by the District for students to enroll in this program. 
Students are presented with academic content in their primary language (Spanish), and 
utilize this academic learning to transfer to English. In addition students receive a strong 
systematic English Language Development (ELD) program to acquire English. Each 
year, academic content is presented increasingly in English until the beginning of fourth 
grade when students transition into either a Structured English Immersion (SEI) 
Program or Mainstream English (ME) Program. In accordance with the Education Code 
all kinder students entering the Alternative program will be taught overwhelmingly in 
English for the first thirty calendar days or the first 20 instructional days of the new 
school year. South Bay has defined overwhelmingly as 55 % of the day. 
 
 Structured English Immersion Program – This program (SEI) is available for 
students in kindergarten through sixth grade whose proficiency level in English is 
beginning, early intermediate, or intermediate (1, 2, or 3 on the CELDT). It is also 
available for students at higher proficiency levels who were previously instructed in the 
Alternative Program and need continued primary language support. All academic 
content, language arts, mathematics, social studies, and science, are presented in 
English. Up to 30% of the instructional day may be used to provide students with 
primary language support based upon individual needs. 
 
 Mainstream English Program – This program (ME) is available for students in 
kindergarten through sixth grade whose proficiency level is either early advanced or 
advanced (4 or 5 on the CELDT). All academic subject areas are taught in English. 
CLAD teachers are encouraged to team with BCLAD teachers to ensure that any 
necessary primary language support (no more than 30%) is provided to their students. 
 
 Language Academy – This program is a Two Way Bilingual Immersion Program 
(90/10) offered at Nestor Elementary School. The goal for this program is for students to 
achieve academic excellence in English and Spanish. This program is available for 
students in kindergarten through seventh grade.

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Mixed Group Guidelines for all Instructional Programs 
 
 

Purpose 
Mixed groups offer the opportunity for ELL students to share and collaborate with RFEP 
and EO students.  These interactions allow our ELLs the opportunity to share rich 
experiences with other cultural groups and lessen the possibility of being segregated by 
language proficiency. 
 
Goal 
Mixed groups ensure that English Language Learners leaving the district after sixth 
grade are proficient in academic English and able to compete academically at the 
middle school level.   

 
As a result, mixed groups should play a role in promoting the following achievement 
goals: 

 
1. English Language Learners will increase one CELDT proficiency level each year. 

 
     2. English Language Learners who have been in the district at least four years will 

score 4-5 overall on the CELDT and be proficient or advanced on the language 
arts and math portions of the California Standards test. 

 
Implementing Mixed Groups

What would primary language support look like in a Mainstream classroom? 

 
Here are some suggestions: 
 
1. If it is determined that students in a Mainstream English classroom require primary 

language support, and the Mainstream English teacher does not hold a BCLAD, 
teaming would be necessary to ensure that this support is made available. 

 
2. Any primary language support received by students in a Mainstream English 

classroom should be followed by instruction incorporating GLAD, SDAIE, and/or 
Frontloading strategies. 
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INSTRUCTIONAL DESIGNS AND STRATEGIES 
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Instructional Designs and Strategies 
 
 
Instructional Designs  
Instructional designs are defined as organized approaches that incorporate specific 
instructional strategies in a structured manner. 
 
SBUSD Teach for Success Protocol (T4S) 
The intent of the protocol is to improve, maintain and sustain high quality instruction in 
all classrooms throughout the district. This protocol is organized into six teaching 
practices: Standards/Objectives Communicated to all Students, Instructional Scaffolding 
to assist and support student understanding, Academic Vocabulary Instruction, 
Reinforces Effort of students or Provides Specific feedback to students, Student 
Engagement, and Selected Student Engagement strategies. 

 
Systematic English Language Development (ELD) 
English Language Development (ELD) is a content area in its own right. The purpose of 
a Systematic English Language Development Program is to build a strong foundation in 
the English language. The ultimate goal is for students to reach high levels of 
competency in everyday and academic language (speaking, listening, reading, writing, 
and thinking) in English. The ELD Standards are necessary to instruction so that 
students are taught the essential vocabulary and structures of the English language. 
Although ELD is a content area in its own right, it is connected to and supports 
instruction in Language Arts. 
 
Frontloading Language for Content 
Frontloading is an instructional strategy in which students are pre-taught the vocabulary 
and structures (forms and functions) needed for an upcoming lesson. Teachers must 
identify and teach the language structures and vocabulary necessary for students 
to be able to respond to comprehension questions both verbally and in writing. 
Frontloading enables students to focus on the language structures that they will 
encounter later in the text. Frontloading is a short, specific lesson in English. Teachers 
can use students’ primary language to connect to English by identifying cognates, 
differences in syntax, and similarities in language structures. 
 
A Focused Approach to Frontloading English Language Instruction for Houghton 
Mifflin Reading K-6  
This is a strategy of frontloading language structures and vocabulary for English 
Language Instruction. This approach includes the use of student engagement practices 
as well as the incorporation of Structured Language Practice Strategies (SLPS). 
  
Student Engagement Practices  
Every Student Responds Every Time, “I Do It, We Do It, You Do It!” 

I do it (Modeled Practice) 
We do it (Guided Practice) 
You do it (Independent Practice) 
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A central goal for every teacher is to continually elicit responses from students. Further, 
the responses need to be inclusive – they allow for every student in the class to 
participate. This is a fundamental precept of teaching – every student needs to belong 
in the flow of the classroom instruction. Active participation by all students benefits the 
teacher because it allows for three important channels of information: feedback on 
student learning, ability to adjust the lesson, and more systematic presentation of 
information to students. 
  

Structured Language Practice Strategies: 
All grade levels need SLPS  

- partner talk    - pair share 

- choral response   - talking stick 

- whole group response  - white boards 

 
Transferability of Skills (Spanish-English Biliteracy Transfer) 
New learning is achieved most successfully when introduced in connection to prior 
knowledge. Students are able to transfer their knowledge from one language to another 
given adequate instruction, support and opportunities to make connections. A simple 
illustration would be if a student understands the concept of synonyms in their primary 
language (Spanish), they would be able to transfer the concept into the new language 
(English). Transferable skills are directly taught so that students make the connection 
between their primary language and English. Transferability of Skills is possible when 
instruction about a specific concept or skill has already taken place in the student’s 
primary language. The teacher then assists the student in moving the knowledge from 
the primary language to the second language. 
 
Specifically Designed Academic Instruction in English (SDAIE) 
SDAIE is a “Sheltered English” instructional design based upon linguistic theories of 
researchers including Dr. Steven Krashen and Dr. James Cummins. Their development 
of the "Contextual Interaction Theory" is at the core of SDAIE methodology and the 
selection of instructional strategies used within it.  The two major components of the 
theory that form the foundation of SDAIE methods are “comprehensible second 
language input” and a “supportive affective environment.” SDAIE is intended for 
students who have reached Intermediate fluency in the English language. 
 

SDAIE uses a set of instructional techniques and strategies designed to assist 
transitioning English Language Learners in comprehending academic content. These 
techniques and strategies are at the core of the Structured English Immersion (SEI) 
Program offered by the South Bay Union School District. These techniques are also 
utilized in the delivery of academic content (Social Studies and Science) in the 
Alternative Program in the third grade. And to some degree in providing support to 
RFEP students enrolled in the Mainstream English Program. 
 

Teacher’s using SDAIE instructional strategies allow for optimal English Language 
Development and content comprehension. SDAIE methods focus on content 
comprehension and English is acquired through this process. SDAIE does not directly 
focus on the grammatical structures (forms and functions) of the English language. 
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Specific techniques and strategies used as part of the SDAIE methodology 
include: 

 Assessing prior knowledge and developing background knowledge. Instruction is 
linked to personal experiences and builds upon that experience to expand 
understanding.  

 

 Realia, manipulatives (drawings, posters, brainstorming-clusters, graphs, tables, 
maps, props, multimedia presentations, storyboards, story maps), visuals (study-
prints, text book-illustrations, overhead-projected prints, reproductions of 
paintings, and documents), graphic organizers (matrices, Venn diagrams, and 
webs).  

 

 Grouping strategies such as small group, whole group, and planned opportunities 
for interaction between all individuals in the classroom (creating a skit and acting 
it out, cooperative learning, collaborative learning, and student-generated stories 
based on personal experiences). 

 

 Questioning strategies that address different levels of language acquisition to 
ensure participation of all students. 

 

 Direct Instruction through explanation, modeling, and demonstration. 
 
Guided Language Acquisition Design (GLAD) 
GLAD is a “Sheltered English” instructional design developed out of Fountain Valley 
School District in Southern California. GLAD’s instructional approach is based on the 
belief that language is to be acquired through the natural developmental process. 
"Project GLAD" is an instructional method that is based upon creating a curriculum that 
teaches to and from the specific experiences of students, while maintaining high-level 
expectations for all students. Through Project GLAD training, teachers are provided with 
research, theory, and practical, effective strategies that promote academic language, 
literacy, academic achievement, and cross-cultural skills. 
 

Tied to English Language Development Standards, the model trains teachers to use 
local district guidelines and curriculum in providing instruction in multi-lingual 
classrooms. 
 

GLAD emphasizes classroom processes where students from proficiency levels 1 
through 5 and native English speaking students learn from each other through 
group work and sharing. Through this type of teamwork, the students develop their 
Basic Interpersonal Communication Skills (BICS), by using social skills and face-to-face 
interaction, as they gain exposure to English speaking peers.  
 

Specific techniques and strategies used as part of the GLAD methodology 
include: 

 Unit approach to teaching.  Teachers develop units based on the needs, interests, 
and desires of students. These units integrate the ELD Standards with Social 
Studies and Science Standards. 
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 Observation Charts, Big Books, Learning Logs, Writer’s Workshop, Content 
Videos, Interactive Writing, etc. are used. 

 

 Vocabulary development through the use of K-W-L and Pictorial Input Charts. 
 

 Poetry is utilized to develop students’ knowledge of sentence structure and 
prosody of language. 

 

 Grouping strategies such as small group, whole group, and structured 
opportunities for interaction between all individuals in the classroom. 

 

 Questioning strategies that address different levels of language acquisition to 
ensure participation of all students. (Note GLAD Language Acquisition Levels: 
Pre-Production, Early Production, Speech Emergence, Intermediate Fluency, 
Fluency).

The next few pages include samples of documents that help us place and reclassify students as they 
progress through the acquisition of English. The Catch-Up Plan is a new form that provides 
information needed to monitor the progress of students as they acquire English. If student is not 
making expected progress, interventions are set in place. Included in these documents is the 
Parental Exception Waiver that parents must sign in order to place their child in the Alternative 
Program. The Decision Guide for Reclassification and the Reclassification Form illustrate the 
steps needed in considering a student for reclassification, as approved by the California State Board 
of Education. Once a student is reclassified, student must be monitored using the Two-Year 
Monitoring Plan, as required by the California State Department of Education.
